Discussions/Observation 
 
 8:15 am – AJA arrived on site. Crew had installed base pavement around structures and was 

preparing to install curb. Tack coat had been applied to base pavement where curb was to be 
placed. 

 8:20 am – Curb installation began. Crew was attempting to use 9.5mm mix to construct curb. 
 8:30 am – AJA directed the crew to install tip downs on each side of the curb break placed to 

catch a roof drain outlet. 
 8:40 am – AJA directed the foreman to arc curb around the catch basin on the north side of the 

street. Curb had been notched out at the catch basin on the south side of the street. 
 8:45 am – AJA noted an outlet pipe in the lawn area of the house on the uphill side of the work 

on the south side of the street. When curb is backed up the area near the outlet should be graded 
to move water away from the curb. 

 8:50 am – Crew ran out of mix. Delay while additional mix was retrieved. 
 9:30 am – Additional mix arrived on site. Curb installation resumed. 
 9:45 am – Crew attempted to install curb on the north side of the street. Mix was not filling the 

mold, crew abandoned installing curb on the north side of the street. 
 9:55 am – Bob and AJA reviewed the curb installed on the southern side of the street. Bob offered 

to remove the curb and replace with appropriate mix on another day. 
 10:00 am – Crew removed curb. 
 10:30 am – AJA left the site.
